 Sunday in Ordinary Time St. Paul states 

in the second reading from Romans 8:35, 37-39, ñI 

am convincedéò These three words challenge each 

of us to ask of ourselves, ñam I a convinced 

Catholic?ò ñAm I convinced that the Word of God 

in the bible is rock solid truth to guide and direct my 

life each day? Am I convinced that the teachings and 

traditions of the Roman Catholic Church are rock 

solid truths--even the difficult ones about human 

sexuality, marriage between one man and one 

woman for life, and gender?ò The word, convince, 

means ñto believe firmly in the truth of 

something, to bring to belief.ò The root meaning of 

the word is óto fight, to conquerô. Because St. Paul 

believes firmly in the truth that Jesus has been raised 

from the dead and lives now in resurrection victory 

he is able to ask rhetorically in faith, ñWhat will 

separate us from the love of Christ?ò The love of 

Jesus has proved to be greater than Satan, sin and 

death. Jesus has conquered and nothing can separate 

us from him if we live in strong faith, hope and love. 

In todayôs second reading we even see the word, 

conquer, which appears in the root meaning of the 

word, convince. In an increasingly faithless culture 

we all need a strong convinced faith. Do I dare 

believe that God has the ability to provide for me 

and satisfy me completely (first reading and gospel)?
