This Sundayôs Gospel from St. Matthew shows 

us, in Jesus, our God who breaks his own laws 

of nature that he established in the beginning 

of creation: He does so for the sake of love. 

Jesus defies the law of gravity by walking 

upon the water to reach his disciples who are 

being tossed about in their boat by the waves 

of a storm. Todayôs story follows immediately 

after the story of Jesusô multiplication of five 

loaves and two fish to feed five thousand men, 

not including women and children. Here again, 

God breaks his own laws of nature in order to 

minister to his people. Recall that in the story 

of the ówedding feast at Canaô (John 2:1-5), 

Jesus changed water into wine. He also raised 

at least three people from the dead during his 

public ministry. For indeed, nothing is 

impossible for our God. In every celebration of 

the Roman Catholic Eucharist, God defies his 

own laws of nature by changing bread and 

wine into his Body and Blood! Such is the 

power of Godôs Love for us. With such 

assurance, we can risk ñstepping out of the 

boatò in faith like St. Peter, and stand with 

Jesus in the midst of the storms of our life.

FAITH FACTS 
òLittle faithó  

(Matthew 14: 30-33) 

Although today we tend to identify ñfaithò as an intellectual assent in 
relation to doctrines, in Jesus time it was not so narrowly understood. 
Faith describes the basic trust on which a relationship can be built. It 
recognizes that the other person is trustworthy and dependable and so 
can be relied on with confidence. So, those who trust in Jesus accept 
him for what he claims to be and expect him to do what he promises- 
both heal and forgive sins. In the gospels, this basic faith is often 
contrasted with its opposite, fear, which keeps a relationship from 
being established or continuing. Matthew emphasizes that disciples 
grow from their ñlittle faithò (see MT 6:30, 8:26, 14:31, 16:8, 17:20) by 
responding to the teaching and example of Jesus the Teacher (8:19, 
9:11, 10:24, 12:38, 17:24, 19:16, 22:16, 22:36, 23:8, 26:18).
